Community Colleges offer AA (Associate of Arts),
AAS (Associate of Applied Science) or AS (Associal
of Science) degrees. Most courses are general
education (liberal arts) courses, but students also
have the opportunity to take career courses in
fields such as nursing, business, computers, etc.
Students who are unsure of their career plans or
apprehensive about starting at a major university
can take their first two years of general study at a
aYFtt SNE Y2NB GaFNASYRE &
graduating, students can transfer to a university to
complete their four year degree.
